To Kill a Mockingbird Final Project

Choose to complete ONE of the following projects as your final creative extension for this unit.  The project is due on ______________________.  It is to be completed on your own time.  
1. Scout’s Scrapbook: Compile a scrapbook of memorabilia that Scout might have collected or come across during the novel.  All artifacts must include a caption with where she got it and its significance to her.  You should have at least ten pieces of memorabilia.
2. Multimedia Presentation: Create a video trailer for a movie that would be made of the book.  Your final project must be at least 2-3 minutes in length.  
3. Promotional Pamphlet:  To familiarize yourself and your peers about the state of Alabama, create an informational brochure/pamphlet.  You may want to include state bird, state flower, festivals, population, attractions, brief history, etc.  Please ensure you include text and pictures.  
4. Boo’s Diary- You may use drawings you invent, pictures you cut from magazines, small objects, or simply write the entries.  What do you think Boo is thinking as he goes through the events of the story and his part of the plot?  How does he see those events? How does he see the children?  What does he think is happening?  How can you show what he thinks is happening without words?  Diary must have 7 entries, (3/4page-1 page typed).
5. Write the last scene- The catch with this assignment is that you must rewrite the final night as Boo Radley or Bob Ewell (pick one) might have told it.  Some things to consider:  Explain why you were out walking late that night?  Were you waiting for the children?  How come you had a knife?  Must be at least two pages typed, double spaced in length. 

6. The Fourth Estate:  Create a newspaper that might been issued in Maycomb the week following Tom's trial. The date is the summer of 1935. Include two articles about current events from the novel. Remember to answer the journalistic questions: who, what, when, where, and why. Your paper should also include an editorial about a controversial issue facing the people of Maycomb, a letter to the editor from a citizen of Maycomb, a church news article, and an obituary of someone from the novel who died. Articles should have headlines; the paper should have a name. Present in a newspaper format.
7. Life’s Little Instruction Book:  Create your own booklet containing:

· five (or more) pearls of wisdom from To Kill a Mockingbird.  
· Ten (or more) pearls of wisdom from wise people in your world.  You might consider parents, grandparents, aunts, uncles, neighbours, teachers, coaches, ministers, your dentist, etc.  
· Ten (or more) pearls of wisdom from research sources, including other novels, books, newspapers, websites, television shows, movies, song lyrics, and speeches.  
· Finally, five (or more) pearls of your own.  Consider what you have learned thus far in your life.  What advice can you offer?  

The following two options should only be attempted if you have artistic talent.

8. Character Portrait: Create a portrait of a main character from the novel that remains true to the description in the text.  Under the picture, include at least three quotes from the book that provide description of this character.  Your portrait should be completed on 11 x 17 inch paper or larger.  

9. Graphic Novel: Recreate the story in a graphic novel format.  Choose what you feel are the most important scenes and tell the story of To Kill a Mockingbird.  You will be marked on the scenes chosen and the effort/quality of artwork.  Your graphic novel should include at least seven scenes from the novel, keeping in mind that the pictures can be whatever size you wish.

2. PowerPoint Presentation: Create a powerpoint presentation of a theme pertaining to 1930s Alabama.  You may use video clips, audio recordings, words, and pictures on your slides.  Possible themes include segregation/Jim Crow Laws, the Great Depression, school system, rural life,etc. Your presentation should be at least six slides in length.
3. Musical Connections: Make a CD of at least 5 songs that represent the themes/characters/events in the story.  Make a jacket for the CD.  Also, write two sentences for each song that explains why the song reminds you of To Kill a Mockingbird. Be sure to include the lyrics of the songs with your project.
4. Boo’s Diary- You may use drawings you invent, pictures you cut from magazines, or simply write the entries.  What do you think he is thinking as he goes through the events of the story and his part of the plot?  How does he see those events? How does he see the children?  What does he think is happening?  How can you show what he thinks is happening without words?  Diary must have 4 entries.
5. Map of town: Create a map of Maycomb, Alabama.  Use clues from the book to help you determine where each key building, house, or landmark is located.  Your map may be hand drawn or created with a computer application.  Neatness counts!
The following two options should only be attempted if you have artistic talent.

6. Character Portrait: Create a portrait of a main character from the novel that remains true to the description in the text.  Under the picture, include at least two quotes from the book that provide description of this character.  Your portrait should be completed on 11 x 17 inch paper or larger.  

7. Comic Book: Recreate the story as a comic book.  Choose what you feel are the most important scenes and tell the story of To Kill a Mockingbird. To Kill a Mockingbird- FINAL PROJECTS


Working independently,or with a partner, you must choose 3 of the 6 projects below.  You will have class time to work, but some of the projects may require additional time out of class.

2.  Illustrate three scenes-  The illustrations must be relevant to the novel.  Because some of us are not as artistically inclined as others, you may use magazine cut outs, or symbols.  You need to use your imagination and your book!   If you use typing paper, pen and pencil only, you will not receive a grade higher than a D, for this part of your project. There is a list of ideas on the bottom of this page.

3.  Make a Video- (This is the only project where groups can combine.) Realistically reenact one of the scenes.  Your video must stay true to the dialogue and plot of the novel, and be between 5 and 10 minutes in length. Costumes are helpful, especially for those of you genlemen who are playing Scout. There is a list of ideas for scenes on the bottom of this page.  The video must be put onto a VHS tape, or a d.v.d. that the teacher may keep to be considered complete.

5.  Maycomb Newspaper- Create a 4-8 page newspaper similar to the Maycomb Tribune.  Things you might want to include:  obituaries, gossip, editorials, news about the town etc.     

6.  Research Poster- Select one of the following historical events from the list that follows, and using the internet, research the facts about your topic.  Create a poster that highlights the important points.  You can add pictures if you want.  You must include a works cited page that includes the websites where you got your information.  The poster should have 10-15 facts, and be in your own words.  Possible topics:  Harper Lee, Truman Capote, the Scottsboro Trials, Jim Crow laws, Franklin D. Roosevelt, the Great Depression, the real case of Mississippi Burning.
