The targeted programming will include
sessions on getting ready for university, how

Extensive role

program. You will be matched with a student
mentor who, like you, is from a small town or
rural area. You will work with a student who has
already experienced the transition and will be
able to discuss the issues that concern you.

We will have two residential experiences
over the duration of the program with all of the
participants from the province. You will get to
experience all aspects

of student life. You will

live on campus, attend

informative, interactive

sessions and even

check out the different

activities and clubs

offered. All of this

will provide you with the sense of belonging,
familiarity, preparedness and confidence
needed to ensure success at Mount Allison
University and beyond.

The focus will be on providing
you with the necessary skills to
maximize your success in making
the transition from high school to
university and preparing you for

the future on your terms.
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
