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Objectives: 

· To understand a variety of oral interactions according to the situation of communication.
· To produce an oral message according to the intention of communication.
· To interact according to the situation of social and academic communication.
· To understand a variety of texts.
· To produce texts according to the intention of communication and the target audience.

This final semester in French Immersion will emphasize a “clean up” process of the students’ remaining common mistakes, plus a polishing and refining of their second language skills.  In the Provincial Oral Proficiency Evaluation that will take place this semester, early immersion students will aim for advanced placement (or better), while late immersion students will aim for intermediate plus (or better).
