Metal is divided into two categories:

· Ferrous metals which contain iron and are magnetic (iron, cast iron, steel, alloy steels)

· Nonferrous metals which contain no iron and are not magnetic.(aluminum, silver, bronze, gold)

Three basic materials are required to produce steel:

· iron ore

· coal

· limestone

Each day people use hundreds of items made of steel.

The color, mass, spark and magnet test are the most common tests used to identify steel.

Carbon is the main ingredient added to molten iron to produce steel.

Alloy steel is produced by adding certain other elements. Most metals used today are alloys.
Different metals melt at different temperatures.

Extremely high pressure is used to shape the metal at the steel mill.
