 GRADUATION CEREMONY REHEARSAL

assumed that you do not intend to participate in the graduation exercises that evening!  The practice is necessary 

so that the graduates will know their positions during the graduation march and ceremony.  Please be on 
time. 

 
5.  Wednesday, June 22nd, 7:00 pm - Civic Centre 
 GRADUATION CEREMONY 

The graduation ceremony for the Class of 2022 will begin at 7:00 pm.  Graduates are asked to be at the Lindon 
Rec Centre 45 minutes early.  Each graduate will receive 2 invitations (the 2 invitations are souvenirs and 
are NOT needed at the graduation).  They will also receive 4 “Graduate Guest” tickets, which guests must 
bring to the ceremony; the ticket enables the holder to be seated on the main floor of the rink (1 ticket per 
person).  Any additional guests will sit on the sides.  The seating is based on a first come, first served 
basis.

TAKE PICTURES IN FRONT OF THE STAGE.  A photographer will be taking free colour photographs 

of each graduate receiving his/her diploma.  Again, your cooperation in this matter is greatly appreciated.
