Grad committee and executive elections will be held on Tuesday at 12:00 in room 5104.  All graduates are encouraged to come out and vote.  If you are interested in running for a position, another potential graduate must nominate you.  If you have any questions, please see Mrs. Hudson at the office

The following positions will be filled at next Tuesday’s election:

1) Graduation Class President:  the president organizes fundraisers, works with teachers for the various committees, keeps everyone on track, and assists the grad class organizer (Mrs. Hudson) and administration/teachers with various aspects of the graduation.  The president will be awarded a prize at graduation. Only 1 person can fill this position.

2) Graduation Class Promotions: the grad class promotions head will be responsible for taking pictures at any school event that involves graduates.  The promotions head will assemble a slide show that will be played at the final June grad meeting and baccalaureate reception. This position may be 1 or 2 people.

3) Graduation Class Treasurer: the treasurer draws up the budget for graduation (using last year’s budget as a guide) and collects the grad fees in the spring. Only 1 person can fill this position.

4) Safe Grad Head: the safe grad head works with the Lions’ Club.  The event is totally funded by the Lions’ Club, but the Safe Grad Committee Head works with the grad class to determine the games, food, etc. that will be at Safe Grad.  He/ she may also purchase prizes for the safe grad. This position is for 1 or 2 people.

5) Baccalaureate: this person works with Mrs. Hudson and the minister/priest of the church who is organizing the baccalaureate.  He/she is responsible for choosing readings for the service and finding readers, singers, etc. who will take part at the Baccalaureate church service. This position may be 1 or 2 people.

6) Gowns:  the gowns chairperson works with Mrs. Casey to make sure that everyone is sized for a gown and assists with the distribution of grad gowns in June.  This position may be 1 or 2 people.

7) Prom Head: the prom coordinator works mainly with the prom supervisor/teacher.  He/she will also announce and run meetings, coordinate the overall “look”, organize any letters and fundraising (if needed), organize prom room, handle money with Mrs. Hudson, and order flowers, tiara, and sashes. There will be other assigned designers working with the prom head.  They will be decided at a later date.
8) Grad Choir:   the grad choir head is responsible for selecting songs for the graduation.  The choir participates in the graduation ceremony and perhaps even the baccalaureate.  This position will be in the form of an application with Mrs. Mutch.
