Creative Extensions

You are to complete two of the following creative extensions. The first creative extension is due on Friday, November 26. The second creative extension is due on Wednesday, December 1.
Value: 15 Marks Each
1) Storyboarding

- Pick a chapter from the book to storyboard. Your storyboard should include at least 10 parts, have both pictures and written captions, be in colour or at least done with extensive shading. White paper only. Please see me if you need any.

2) Character portrait

- Choose a character from the story and draw a portrait of them. Your portrait should be on white paper and have colouring or shading. You should also include a written section that explains why you chose this character and quotes from the book explaining why you drew them the way that you did.

3) Map

- Create a detailed map of this story. Your map should include all of the places that our characters went as well as where all of the major events too place. This should be done on white paper and in colour.

4) Kino’s Song

- Kino has many songs that accompany him during his life. Choose one of these songs and write the lyrics to it. Your song should be at least 25 lines and have a connection to the story.
- Choose one of Kino’s songs and perform it in front of the class. You will have to create your own melody, but it should resemble the characteristics of one of his songs.

5) Alternate Ending

- Write an alternate ending to this story. Your alternate ending should be a replacement for chapter 6, although I only expect it to be between 2-4 pages typed and doubled spaced.

6) Movie Poster

- Create a movie poster for the book. Your poster should look like any typical movie poster (i.e.: Pictures of characters, the actors who are playing them, reviews from critics, colour, be the size of a poster).

7) Book Review

- Write a book review for The Pearl. The review should be 2-4 pages long, and use actual quotes from the text. It should be typed and double spaced.
8) Reenact a Scene

- Choose a scene from the story (roughly 2-4 pages from the book, but it depends on the scene – you should consult me first) and reenact it in front of the class. This is a group assignment but I will only accept a maximum of 3 per group. You may perform live or have a video prepared for the class. Along with the performance I expect to have a copy of the script that you have prepared for the scene.
