1. Cancer is a disease characterized by abnormal cell division.

3. Cancer cells, because they divide so rapidly, are more active then other cells. These rapidly dividing cells require a greater amount of energy. Cancer cells do not communicate with surrounding cells prior to division; they can move to other parts of the body and continue dividing.
