Answers for textbook Questions

2. Permafrost is a layer of soil that never thaws.

8. (a) Amount of precipitation (from greatest to least): deciduous forest, boreal forest, grassland, and tundra. Annual precipitation varies within biomes but the average across the biome is least in the tundra and greatest in the deciduous forest.

(b) Temperature: deciduous forest, grassland, boreal forest, tundra. The grassland has the greatest range in annual temperatures, but the average temperature in the deciduous forest is higher than in the grassland. The tundra has the lowest average temperature.

(c) Length of growing season: deciduous forest, grassland, boreal forest, tundra. 

(d) Biodiversity: deciduous forest, grassland, boreal forest, tundra. The richness of the soil, rainfall, and average temperatures all contribute to the biodiversity because of the higher the level of each of the factors, the more living organisms that can be supported.

(e) Biomass: deciduous forest, boreal forest, grassland, tundra. The size of the organisms, as well as the number in the population, determines the amount of living biomass present.
