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6. b) Some abiotic factors found in the ecotone would be water, wind, sunlight, dirt, sand, rocks, temperature, etc.

c) The ecotone is the best of both worlds. It contains aspects from both the the grassland and the pond allowing animals found in both of those ecosystems to live in the ecotone.

d) Pollution in the ecotone would end up affecting both the pond and the grassland as animals from both would travel back and forth and carry the pollutants with them.
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2. Matter cycle consists of any type of matter cycling through being consumed, decomposed into nutrients, and then reused by new organisms specifically plants.

3. Bioamplification occurs when toxins are taken in by smaller organisms and passed through the food chain by being consumed by other organisms which are in turn consumed by other organisms. This concentrates the toxins in the animals found higher on the food chain.
