Focus: Expository Writing

Choose to complete one of the following activities:

1. Newspaper Article: Write a one page article for a local newspaper informing its readers of the details surrounding the discovery of the husband’s body.  Include quotes from an interview with Lucy, the woman in the story.  Outline what direction the police investigation is following and speculate on the outcome.

Important Points: - include a masthead, headline, and image

 



- remember the 5 W’s of newspaper writing





- use an objective voice

- include the most important information in the first few paragraphs, with background information added later
-be creative and invent quotations from witnesses, the police, etc., to make the article more authentic

2. Reporting Live at the Scene: Working with a group of three or four, write and perform a “reporting live at the scene” television news report for a story related to the crime investigation (ex: disappearance of the writer; the discovery of the body; the arrest of the wife).  One student in each group will act as a news anchor to inform the audience of an important news event; another will take the role of the reporter at the scene, while the other student or students will assume the role(s) of police, witness, etc.  The script will be handed in for marks, so be sure to designate a member of the group to complete a final copy.
