Romeo and Juliet Creative Extensions
As we travel through this unit of study, much of the reading and assignments will be completed in class.  However, you will have to complete creative extensions on your own time.  
· You must complete two creative extensions in total – ONE from “A” and one from “B”.
· The creative extensions are due on April 3rd and April 17th.
· The extensions can be completed in any order.  For example, you could complete the “B” extension, then “A”.
· There will be little class time given for extensions.  If we finish lessons early, then you will have to time to work on extensions, but it is rare that class time will be given exclusively for creative extension work time.
Here are your choices:
	A
	· Keeping in mind the importance of the “stars”, fate, and astrology, design a horoscope for a character.  This should be visually appealing: complete on white paper, with the written horoscope as well as a visual of the astrological sign.

· Create a visual timeline of one of the Acts.  There must be ten points on your timeline and each point must have a hand drawn image to support it.  This must be completed on white paper.

· Choose a monologue (a speech of one character) and rewrite it as a series of blog entries.  Include comments that other characters might leave on the blog entries.  This should be one page in length.

· Write a one page letter to Romeo or Juliet from one of their parents (ex: a letter from Capulet to Juliet).

· Choose a character from the play and write a twenty line soliloquy.  Be sure to mention at what part in the play that character would be stating the soliloquy.

· Romeo and Juliet is a play that has been modernized many times.  Write your own modernized version of the play.  Choose a particular setting and era and make it your own.  This can be written in script or narrative (short story) format.

	· Digital Artifacts: Imagine that you find a USB disk next to the computer of one of the characters from the play.  This USB contains personal documents – letters, “to do” lists, data, and poems written by the character for his or her eyes only.  Decide on three documents, recreate them, invent file names for each, and create a fake printout of the disk directory.
· Compose a song inspired by the play.  The song can be written lyrically on paper and handed in or can be created using computer software (ex: Garage Band), burned to disc or brought in on USB.  You must include a half page written component that explains how you came to make this song.
· Create a poem using iambic pentameter (minimum 15 lines).

· Write a newspaper article about an event that takes place in the play (ex: Capulet Ball, a murder, the final scene, etc.).  The article must have a headline and an image and be completed on white paper.

· On the heels of Bazz Luhrmann’s popular adaptation of Romeo and Juliet, Universal Studios has decided to add a new “land” to their amusement park.  This new area of the park is based on Romeo and Juliet.  Create an artistic representation of what this might look like.  What rides will be included?  What will the shops be like?
· Imagine that you are an apothecary in Elizabethan England.  Create a brochure for your business, which also includes a potions/poisons guide.  This option will require research of Elizabethan science and medical practices.
· With a group reenact a scene from the play with modern dialogue and present it in video format.  You must hand in a copy of your script and digital video file.  *Note: all members of the group must have speaking roles.

· You must complete three creative extensions in total – ONE from “A” and one from “B”.
· The creative extensions are due on April 3rd and 17th.
· The extensions can be completed in any order.  For example, you could complete the “B” extension, then “A”.
· There will be little class time given for extensions.  If we finish lessons early, then you will have to time to work on extensions, but it is rare that class time will be given exclusively for creative extension work time.
Here are your choices:
	A
	· Keeping in mind the importance of the “stars”, fate, and astrology, design a horoscope for a character.  This should be visually appealing: complete on white paper, with the written horoscope as well as a visual of the astrological sign.

· Draw one of your favourite scenes from the play.  Include a written paragraph that explains why you chose this scene and why you chose to draw what you did.
· Find a quote from the play and create a license plate from it.  Ex: “JLTZSUN” (Juliet is the sun), “LYKAROZ” (Like a rose).  Put your license plate on a rectangular piece of paper, and colour them.  Add creative touches like registration stickers or license plate frames.

· Write a letter to William Shakespeare explaining why you like or dislike the play.

· Write a letter from Juliet to her father explaining her frustrations with the way he has treated her.  Then write a letter from her father in response.

	· Create a family shield for either Romeo or Juliet.  In the upper left corner, put a picture of the character; in the upper right corner a quote from the character; three things he or she enjoys in the bottom left corner, and a “C” or “M” in the bottom right corner for Montague or Capulet.  You can use my template, and be sure to use a lot of colour.

· Create a movie poster for the play.  
· Write a song or poem about play.  It should be at least ten lines in length.
