Thematic Connections – Social Prejudice

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First, choose to do ONE of the following:

1. Write a diary entry from the perspective of Mayella Ewell, explaining how it feels to be living her life in the conditions that are described in the novel.  This should be 
3/4 - 1 page in length.  

OR

2. Draw an image of Mayella that depicts how she feels growing up 

in these conditions (only choose this option if art is a strength for you).
Second, in a ½ page written piece, outline Mayella’s reasons for why she falsely accused Tom Robinson of rape.
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
