Child Studies 120 Final Project


You are a teenager attending MVHS and have just become a Mom/Dad. You have decided to keep the baby but your partner is not interested in being involved. Your baby was born last week and you moved in to your own apartment.  You already have the apartment furnished through the help of family and friends.
Your end goal for this project is to determine everything you need for you and your baby for the first three months of the baby’s life – clothing, furniture, toys, diapers, food etc. You MUST divide your list in sections – one time purchases, weekly, monthly. Show the quantity needed, unit price, total and place of purchase. Include pictures with the prices to prove your accounting is accurate. You may use flyers, catalogues, web sites, ads.  Add tax where applicable.  When all parts are completed, I want you to submit a final total.
This project will be divided up into sections throughout the semester.

Section 1:  One Time Purchases
Due: October 13, 2015
Using flyers, catalogues or online websites for stores (must be Canadian), collect pictures and prices for everything that would have to be purchased for a newborn one time only.  Arrange your pictures in an orderly fashion, with the price beside each one.  On a separate sheet, list all the items, their prices and the quantity needed of each in columns in order to add the items up.  At the bottom, show a final total and include 13% tax.  See my teacher page for a preformatted Excel sheet.
Section 2:  Weekly & Monthly Purchases

Due: November 17, 2015
Again, using flyers, catalogues or online websites for stores (must be Canadian), collect pictures and prices for everything that would have to be purchased for a newborn on a weekly or monthly basis.  Separate your pictures (with prices) into the two sections.  You can decide if you want to purchase in bulk monthly to avoid weekly purchases (and save money).  As well, babies grow very fast, so you are going to be going though clothes very quickly.  Again, on separate sheets, add up your weekly purchases and monthly purchases.  There are 13 weeks in 3 months. See my teacher page for a preformatted Excel sheet.
Section 3a:  Living Expenses

Due: December 15, 2015
 
Make another list of all expenses outside the baby needs already calculated. Include rent (you cannot live in your parent’s home!), groceries (please don’t list individual purchases), car and insurance (if you can afford it), phone, power, cable and internet, personal and household needs. Again, you may want to divide these into weekly and monthly costs for easier calculations. Use newspapers ads to find the cost of an apartment and flyers or your parent’s knowledge to set a price for groceries/household items each week. Don’t forget to include babysitting fees, laundry fees, taxis (your parents can’t drive you everywhere – so you may want a stroller in your one time purchases to walk more), haircuts, etc.  Calculate a total for the three months but don’t worry about the tax because for a lot of the items, you will be estimating prices.  Include some pictures.
Section 3b:  Grand Total

Due: December 15, 2015
Pass in all sections together with an end page showing a grand total for the three months.
Section 4:  Meeting Your Baby’s Needs and Summary

Due: January 12, 2015
 
Explain how you will meet the needs of your child. Write one paragraph about each – physical, social, emotional and intellectual (in other words, how will you ensure they are taken care of in each of these areas).  You will find the info you need in Chapters 8 – 11.  To be typed and placed at the end of project.

Summary statement: What have you learned from doing this?  Are you ready?  How can you reduce costs or what things could you do without?  To be typed and placed at the end of the project.

Overall Presentation Value (how it looks) will be worth marks.  You will earn marks for neatness, organization, color, etc.  Each time you pass in a section, you will include the previous sections in order.  However, poor grammar and spelling will cause you to lose marks.

Extras:  This part of the project is where you will add some extras. Ideas might include a birth certificate, a birth announcement, a shower invitation, pictures of your baby, the grandparents etc.   You may want to include items that you will need for the baby up to a year old (Put this in its own section). Be Creative!
