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Introduction 
Canadians have begun to celebrate the country’s 150th anniversary of Confederation. The overarching theme for Canada 150 is Strong, Proud, and Free. In January 2017, Premier Brian Gallant launched New Brunswick’s Canada 150 celebrations. 

The Department of Education and Early Childhood Development (EECD) has established a grant program to support teachers and students in commemorating the anniversary of Confederation by initiating projects and events within their school and/or greater community.

EECD encourages applicants in K – 12 Anglophone schools to submit proposals which promote a deeper understanding of New Brunswick cultures, heritage and values through experiential approaches while meeting curricular outcomes.  These proposals will support the opportunity for students to use critical inquiry to investigate the significance of Confederation and the rich and diverse history of Canada. 
It is acknowledged that First Nations communities made significant historical and cultural contributions to Canada prior to 1867 and that they have continued to do so since. Students and teachers should be encouraged to consider this as they design their projects.
These proposals must support the Education Plan: Everyone at Their Best by targeting several of its identified priorities, in particular, “Fostering learner leadership, citizenship, and entrepreneurial spirit.” 
In addition, we encourage applicants to consider the following: 

· engage students in initiatives that provide them with opportunities to critically examine events and issues with the purpose of developing deeper understanding of their histories and heritage;
· inform members of the school community and the greater community about exceptional New Brunswickers and their achievements;
· inform members of the school and the greater community about New Brunswick communities and events;

· encourage development of additional languages;

· encourage students in exploration of First Nations culture.
Proposal ideas: (including but not limited to...)
· initiatives that shed light on First Nations history and heritage;

· community building activities and events; 

· sport and active-living activities and events; 

· exhibits; 

· permanent installations (e.g. artwork, plaques, time capsules, etc.)
· interpretive programming and tours; 

· documentary films; 

· theatrical or musical performances; and,
· large-scale artwork projects
Eligible Expenses 
Eligible expenses under the NB Proud Grant must be relevant, reasonable and essential to the proposal.
· Materials and supplies for the creation of exhibits; both consumable & permanent;
· Promotional products and publicity expenses; 

· Equipment rental; 

· Reasonable honouraria or professional fees related specifically to project activities.
Please Note: 
· The determination of eligible expenses rests with EECD.
· Should your project be approved for funding, you will be contacted to establish the official project start and end dates. 
· Funding may not be requested for projects spanning beyond December 31, 2017.
· Funds will be distributed from EECD based on district student population.  
· Additional funds have been set aside for projects completed in French.

Application Deadline 
Signed and dated applications must be received by Mark Perry (Mark.Perry@gnb.ca) no later than June 2, 2017.  Successful applicants will be notified by June16, 2017.
Assessment of Funding Applications 
Proposals will be assessed using the following criteria: 

· Curriculum outcomes are clearly linked;

· The project objectives are specific and realistic and clearly support the objectives; 

· The proposed approach will allow for the successful and timely delivery of the project; 

· The project will effectively reach the identified target audience(s) and produce results that represent critical thought and deeper learning; and 

· The proposed budget is sufficiently detailed, reasonable and balanced. 

Final Activity Report
All funding recipients are required to submit a one-page typed Final Activity Report upon completion. The report should address the following:

· Were the curriculum outcomes met?  Exceeded?

· What was the event/initiative and how did it go? (a brief descriptive overview of the event/initiative)

· Who was involved? (the participants and audiences)

· When did it take place? (overview of the timeframe for planning and implementation)

· Where did the event/initiative occur? (the school, greater community, special venue)

· What was the end product/result?
