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THE NUMBER SYSTEM
Natural Numbers : All positive non-zero numbers
Counting numbers  Ex. 1,2, 3 etc

Whole Numbers: Counting numbers including zero.
Ex. 0,1, 2, 3, etc

Integers: Are all positive and negative whole numbers.

(Remember zero is neither negative or positive)
Ex: ...3,2,1,0,-1-2,-3...

Rational Numbers: All whole numbers, fractions, mixed

3 \ numbers, decimals and their negatives
2

The decimal must repeat or terminate also.
Ex: 1/3, 4, 3/4

Irrational Numbers: Decimals that never terminate or repeat.
Ex: \2

Real Numbers: All rational and irrational numbers are real
numbers
Ex: All possible numbers
